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The Canadian Toy Testing Council

The Canadian Toy testing Council (CTTC) tests toys in the homes of specially trained testing families for a period of 6 to 8 weeks. The results are used to produce the TOY REPORT (www.toy-testing.org), which is designed to help Canadian Families get the information they need to spend their toy dollars wisely. The CTTC is a non-profit, charitable organization.  

The Council is currently taking applications for new toy testing families for the next testing year.

Testing family requirements:

· Children between the ages of 0 and 16 years.

· Live in the Ottawa/Gatineau area.

· There is a $30 annual (administrative) membership fee if you are selected.

Testing family responsibilities:

· Pick up toys from a distributor in your neighborhood and return toys to the distributor when they are due back.

· Observe your child(ren) playing with the toys and fill out a detailed report about their activities at the end of the testing period.  (approximately 1-1½ hours to complete each report)

What are the benefits of being a testing family?

· Each family receives a minimum of 3 toys to test each year.

· Members get priority shopping at our fall sale, where tested toys are sold for 40-60% off the retail price.

· Most importantly, you play an important role in helping other Canadian families in selecting the best toys for their children.

Note: All applications received will be put on our waiting list and new families will be selected based on the Council’s requirements.

If you are accepted as a testing family there is an annual (administrative) membership fee of $30.00. In Addition, you will be required to attend an Orientation Session (approx. two-and-a-half to three hours in duration) prior to testing toys in your home. You will be notified of the location and date of the Session by the CTTC.

Testing families are required to pick up their toys for testing from a designated toy distributor (as close to their home as we can get). The children will play with each toy for a period of six to eight weeks. The parent(s) are then required to keenly observe the children’s play and carefully record the results on a guided questionnaire. The completed toy report and the toy in its original packaging are to be returned (on time) to the toy distributor.

Testing families will have the opportunity to purchase the tested toys/computer software/books at the CTTC’s Annual Fall Toy Sale.

Following receipt of this application you will be placed on a waiting list.  Screening is based upon geography, age and gender of children, skills of the volunteer and care in completing this application.  If there is a change in address, email, or phone number the Council should be informed.
